   Nehemiah 6:15-16 So the wall was finished…  in fifty-two days. 16 And it happened, when all our enemies heard of it, 
and all the nations around us saw these things, that they were very disheartened in their own eyes; for they perceived 
that this work was done by our God. 
     When we read the book of Nehemiah, we find an amazing account of how God can use a group of people in an 
amazing way against a multitude of odds. The book starts out with Nehemiah inquiring of one of his countrymen how 
things were in Jerusalem, the capital city of Israel. The response was not good. This brought him to mourn over his 
homeland and ultimately ask his boss, the king, to help. When Nehemiah made his request to the king, he prayed to  
the Lord in the moments before. Nehemiah knew that his task was large and only the Lord could provide all that was 
needed.  
     So, the people worked on the wall. Enemies threatened them, but they continued their work. It got so bad that they 
would build the wall with a trowel in one hand and a sword in the other. All the while, Nehemiah focused on the Lord 
and what He wanted, and not the outside distractions that desired to derail the work.  
     What was the end result? The wall around Jerusalem was built in 52 days. This would be amazing even today  
with our heavy machinery and skilled labor. It is even more amazing knowing that the people working were not brick 
masons or construction foremen; they were just average folks.  
    Each year I read the account of Nehemiah and those inhabitants of Jerusalem. And each year I am reminded how 
God can take ordinary people and do amazing work. God has blessed many of our churches with men of God, who  
like Nehemiah, are looking for the Lord’s leadership to accomplish His will in our communities. As we begin Pastor 
Appreciation Month, I pray you will take some time to let your pastor(s) know how much they mean to you. I pray  
you will allow your pastor and staff to help you drown out the noise of this world, and help you listen to the Lord and 
His leadership. Now more than ever, your pastor needs encouragement and your consistent prayer support. You letting 
him know that you pray for him and maybe even some specific requests will mean a great deal to him.

Prayer for Renewal and Revival 
 

 You can hardly turn on the TV for more than five minutes and avoid a political ad. The air-
waves are crowded with them. Moreover, political conversations seem to be on the uptick as well. I 
have heard multiple times something along the lines of, “if we can just elect (insert a party/
candidate here), there is hope.” It is not my intention to make this a political message. Certainly, the 
Bible implores us not to put our hope or trust in anyone other than Jesus. At the same time, the Bi-
ble tells us, “Righteousness exalts a nation, But sin is a reproach to any people.” Prov 14:34. 
 
 Democracy or even a Representative Republic, as we have in the US, is not really found in 
the governments during the time of the writing of the Bible. Yet, God was not surprised by the foun-
dation of the United States of America or our system of government. The fact that citizens of a na-
tion have a way to directly impact who leads them without some sort of military coup is a good 
thing as far as I am concerned. Thus, if “righteousness exults a nation” and we have the ability to 
vote for people whom the Lord leads us to vote for, then it would stand to reason that believers 
should be praying for our elections in November. How are we to be One Nation Under God, if we 
do not consult Him about whom to vote for, or that He would raise up candidates that would walk in 
His wisdom? These things do not happen by accident.  
 
 As you turn to the Scriptures today, I would ask that you allow Joshua 24:14-24 to be your 
guide. Once you have finished reading this passage, return here.  
 
 In Joshua 24:14-24 the children of Israel had completed their conquest of the Promised 
Land. There was no doubt that the Lord had given them the victory. Joshua knew that if the people 
did not continue to focus on the Lord, they would fall into the same traps of idolatry as the people 
whom they had just conquered.  Joshua lays out a choice to the people, serve the other gods, or 
serve the one True God. And just like when he went against the other spies who said that they could 
not defeat the inhabitants of the land, he was willing to stand alone with the Lord. He knew the val-
ue of trusting the Lord, and in this speech before all of Israel, Joshua is calling the Israelites to make 
a choice to trust the Lord too. The people quickly said they would follow the Lord. Then, almost as 
quickly, they strayed from Him. The book of Judges is story after story of how the Israelites leave 
the teachings of the Lord and follow other gods, only to cry out to God in their hour of need. I fear, 
if we are not careful, the US has and will do the same thing. 
 
As you pray allow the following to guide you: 

1. Ask the Lord to raise up government leaders who would walk in His wisdom.  
2. Ask the Lord to inform you for whom you should vote in the coming election. 
3. Thank God that we can trust in Him regardless of who holds an office in government. 
4. Commit to praying daily for those in governmental leadership as Paul commands in 1Tim 2:1-4. 
5. Ask the Lord to send revival and renewal (living water) to your life and the church you serve. 
6. Pray that the Lord would help you show the love of Christ to others, especially those far from 

God. 
7. Pray for the needs of the others on your team, yourself, and church (including your pastor and 

staff). 
8. Pray that God would send more people to pray. 
9. Pray that the Lord would extend the free gift of salvation to those in your community and fami-

ly. 
10. Pray that God would raise up church leaders and missionaries to labor in His fields. 
11.  Pray that the gospel would advance regardless of what is happening locally or globally
